RE: A Student Call for Immediate De-escalation and an End to the War with Iran

Dear President Trump, Vice President & Members Of Congress
We write to you not as politicians, analysts, or military leaders—but as students.
We are 118 young people from more than 13 states across the United States, brought together through the Youth Peace & Justice Foundation. We come from different backgrounds, communities, and beliefs. Yet today, we are united by a shared concern, a shared urgency, and a shared truth: we will inherit the consequences of the decisions being made right now.
The ongoing war with Iran is no longer an abstract geopolitical conflict discussed in classrooms or debated in textbooks. It is real. It is unfolding in real time. And it is shaping the future we will live in—economically, socially, and morally.
We are watching a conflict that appears to be expanding without a clear endpoint. We are witnessing rising global tensions, disruptions to stability, and growing fear among families—both here at home and around the world. What may have begun with defined objectives now risks becoming something far more prolonged, unpredictable, and dangerous.
We are asking, clearly and urgently: End this conflict. Now.
We are not naïve to the complexities of international relations. We understand that leadership carries burdens we cannot fully see. But we also understand something fundamental: every day this war continues, the risk of irreversible harm grows—harm to civilians, to global stability, and to the moral standing of our nation.
Moreover, we are growing up in a society where violence has become normalized—even celebrated. Across schools, media, and communities, we see a culture increasingly tolerant of aggression and conflict. Division seems rampant, and we cannot help but ask: what message are we sending to the next generation?
There was a time when this nation believed in peace first and conflict second. That principle has guided some of our proudest moments in history, including:
· The Cuban Missile Crisis, where President John F. Kennedy chose negotiation over immediate military action
· The Camp David Accords, where President Jimmy Carter brokered a historic diplomatic solution
· The gradual de-escalation of the Cold War through dialogue and arms control agreements
· The coordinated global response after the September 11 attacks, which emphasized unity and diplomacy first
We respectfully call on you to take the following actions:
1. Pursue immediate de-escalation to prevent further loss of life and avoid a broader regional or global conflict.
2. Commit to transparent, good-faith diplomacy with clear communication to the American people about objectives, risks, and pathways to peace.
3. Prioritize the protection of civilian lives, upholding international humanitarian principles at all times.
4. Define a clear exit strategy, ensuring that this conflict does not become open-ended.
5. Recognize and include the voices of young people, whose futures are directly shaped by these decisions.
This is not a partisan request. It is a human one.
We are students who sit in classrooms wondering what kind of world we are preparing for. We are young people who have grown up in the shadow of conflict, mass violence, and uncertainty. We are asking—clearly and urgently—for a future that is not defined by another prolonged war.
History will remember this moment.
It will not only remember the strategies employed or the power projected—it will remember whether restraint was possible, whether peace was pursued, and whether leaders chose to listen when voices called for change.
Choose diplomacy over destruction.
Choose restraint over escalation.
Choose peace while there is still time.
